National Interstate Regatta 
The Rowing Australia National Masters Championships and Interstate Regatta will be held at 
Champion Lakes, West Australia from Thursday 3rd to Sunday 6th of June, 2010 
 
Interstate racing will take place on Sunday 6th of June 2010. Invitations have been sent to all 
Australian State/ Territory Rowing Associations to send crews. 
 
 

The Objectives of Victorian Masters State Crew Selection 
•••• To provide the best athletes / coaches in Victoria with the opportunity to represent their 

state in events at the annual Masters Interstate Regatta 
•••• To win the events for which Victorian crews have been selected. 

 

Nomination 
 
To be considered for selection into these boats, athletes and coaches must nominate. 
 

•••• How:    www.rowingvictoria.asn.au  Nominations open on April 4 
•••• When:    Nominations will close at 5:00pm Friday 9th April, 2010 
•••• Late nominations: May be accepted entirely at the discretion of the Selectors. 
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The RV State Masters Championships are to serve as the selection regatta for the State crews. 
Winning crews that fit the age requirement (50 average) will be interview by the selector. Trials will 
be conducted depending on athlete availability, or if in the opinion of the selector a substitution 
would strengthen the crew. These trials would be scheduled to happen as soon as can reasonably 
be arranged in consultation with the crew, coach if applicable, and selector.
